The membership by then had
grown to 73 and it was agreed at a
General Meeting to separate from the
Community College and we were
incorporated on 14 October 2003.

We still carry out an important role in
computer training for seniors in Port
Macquarie and continue to develop an
understanding of the computer learning
needs of seniors.

Before attempting to download this Beta (pre-launch)
version you must read and fully understand all the
information on the website:-

(or just Google Office 2010 Beta)

This is the latest version of MS Office Professional
and as such is very sophisticated with many new
features over the 2007 version. However, in many
ways, it is similar to Office 2007. You should be aware
that no PMSCG classes will be held this year using
Office 2010. The Library computers have only just
installed Office 2007 .

The download is 684Mb. So please check that you will
not incur additional costs with your Internet Plan.

In my case, | already have Office Professional 2007
and this download upgraded my program to Office
Professional 2010 (Beta) .

This program is not suitable for beginners and |
recommend that you should be an experienced Word,
Excel, Publisher, or PowerPoint user before
considering this download.
