USING FOLDER MANAGER IN PICASA

EMBERS OFTEN REMARK that Picasa imports all images
from the folders on their computer whether they want
them or not. This problem is best managed by using the
Folder Manager . To open Folder Manager in Picasa click
on Tools/Folder Manager . After a few seconds you will

note that all the folders on your computer including the
Desktop are displayed in the left panel. You can choose
whether or not to have Picasa find pictures inside the folder
by c¢clicking on the relevant
current Fol der 6.

In this example please note that the
red cross is shown against the
Desktop Folders and two of the My
Pictures Folders.

The green tick is shown against the
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Picasa face matching technology

This feature uses face-matching technology to organize your
photographs. Once you have created your Faces folders and
named the photographs, you will be surprised at how good it
is at identifying faces. Picasa will pick the face of each indi-
vidual from all photographs which is then used as a link to
the original photograph.

The quality of the faces may appear fuzzy which is because
they represent only a small part of a photograph which has
been magnified. The program will individually select all the
faces in a group photograph. Once named and moved to
the People folder, it is easy to find the original photograph by
left clicking on it. One must first name the image folder and
then moves all other faces of the same person into that
folder. Name tags are enabled by default in Picasa.

You can also pick folders to watch for
new pictures by clicking on Scan

You can toggle name tags on and off by following these
steps:

In Picasa, click Tools > Options

Click the Name Tags tab

Toggle the box next to 'Enable Face Detection '
Click OK.

DOWNLOADING AUDIO BOOKs 1O IPOD AND MP3

THIS TUTORIAL IS about listening to books , rather than
reading them. If you wish to listen to an MP3-CD Audio
Book on your iPod while you go for a walk, or other daily
activity, just follow these steps:

1. Click Start on the computer/ go to Music on the right hand
side.

2. Click on File/New/Folder . A box will appear, with blue in it.
Do not click, just type the title of the book.

3. Place MP3-CD in drive. Should Windows Media begin to
play close it.

4. Double click on the DVD/CD drive to open the disc.
5. Click once on the folder to select it.

6. To select all files use CTRL+A , - to copy the files use
CTRL+C

7. Return to the Music folder you created.

8. Double click on folder in
files into the folder, this may take a few minutes, depending
on size of file. When completed close the Window.

9. Open the ITUNES program.
