What does the term 32 bit and 64 bit mean?  
 
This can be confusing ï we will look at it briefly 
here,  
 
The terms 32 bit and 64 bit refer to the way a 
computer's processor (also called a CPU), 
handles information. The 64 bit version of 
Windows handles large amounts of random 
access memory (RAM) more effectively than a 
32 bit system. 
 
Summary: 64 bit processor can handle twice 
the amount of data compared to 32 bit 
processor, i.e. 32 bit processor can process 32 
digits at a time whereas 64 bit can handle 64 
digits.
